World War II affected every Ukrainian family.
The story of one of them, I would like to tell at the
beginning of this introductory statement.

There were four brothers in this family. Three
of them, along with their parents, wives and chil-
dren, became Holocaust victims and were shot dead
by Nazi occupying forces that invaded Ukraine.
There was a fourth brother, who was at the [ront
at the time. He went through the whole war and
came home alive. Two years later, his son was born.
30 years later, his grandson was born. And 40 years
later, his grandson became the President of Ukraine.
And, while in Israel on an official visit, he told
the world this story and many other stories about
Ukrainians who opposed Nazism and the Holocaust.

The story of a Poltava citizen ol Jewish or
igin Anatolii Shapiro, under whose leadership,
the soldiers of the 1* Ukrainian Front liberated
Auschwilz concentration camp. The story of the
Greek Catholic priest Omelian Kovch — saving
the Jews, issued over 600 church certificates of
baptism to them and was sent to the Majdanek
concentration camp for this. The story of Saide
Arifova, a Muslim by religion, the head of the kin
dergarten in Crimea, who saved dozens of Jewish
children passing them off as Crimean Tatars.

There are thousands ol similar stories. Howev-
er, remembering World War 1T, we are often talk-
ing about the actions of the states, the armies, its
major periods and battles.

ground, against the background of numbers and
dates, sometimes the main thing is lost. This is
a person. Millions of people’s stories. Millions of
fates. Millions of names. Stories of every soldier.
And, especially the stories of civilians.

Movies are not always made about them.
Streets are not often given their names. But their
contribution to the victory over Nazism is not in-
significant. After all, the battle with this ideology
took place not only at the fronts, but also in the
souls of people. They had no weapons, but defeat-
ed Nazism with their humanity, sacrilice, kind-
ness and great courage. They saved Jews, risking
their own lives. They knew that the Nazis could
kill both them and their relatives for any support
which was granted to Jews. But their big hearts
turned out to be bigger than their fear.

To commemorate the leat of goodness, the
State of Israel awards the honorary title of Right-
eous Among the Nations to the rescuers of the
Jews. This book is the source of the stories about
the Righteous from Ukraine. According to their
number, Ukraine ranks fourth in the world — as
of 1 January 2020, 2,659 Ukrainians were awarded
this high title. They are different people with dif-
lerent stories, but they all equally show why life
and good will always leave no chance for the evil.

[t is our duty to know their stories and pass on
their stories from generation to generation in or-
der to cherish the blessed memory of each of them
forever.

333,771 Jews — babies and the elderly, children,
women and menwere massacred over the course
of two days in the Babi Yar ravine of death, on the
outskirts of Kiev, Ukraine,

Again and again, nearly 40,000 times, the
murderers pulled the trigger, with a bloodlust that
could never be satiated. There was no crueler, cold-
er and more concentrated mass murder than Babi
Yar.

That terrible ravine was afllicted by two sins —
the sin of the destruction of man, and the sin of
denial and the destruction of memory. Babi Yaris
the ultimate symbol ol horror, where the system-
atic genocide of European Jewry began. For far too
long, it was also a symbol of attempts to distort
the true nature of this heinous crime.

During World War 11, approximately 500,000
Jews were murdered on the ground of modern-day
Ukraine, in Babi Yar and at other killing sites. Jews
were shot in valleys, [orests and pits, and thrown
into mass graves. Amongst those who assisted the
Nazis in their murderous acts were Ukrainians. At
the same time, there were also 2,659 Ukrainian
Righteous Among the Nations.

These righteous men and women were lone
and lonely lights in the vast darkness of the Hol-
ocaust, but their legacy shines bright as day. Each
of these courageous individuals risked their safety,

We
will always remember the bravery, humanity and
compassion which enabled these righteous indi-
viduals to maintain their moral compass during
the world’s darkest hour, and save innocent souls.
Their actions will forever be inscribed in sacred
letters in the chronicles of the Jewish People and
of all humankind.

The stories of the Righteous Among the Na-
tions are a special part of the tragic history of the
Holocaust. They prove that we always have the
ability to choose, as individuals, as a community,
as a nation and as a people.

As our Sages have taught, in a place where no
one is acting with humanity, we each must strive
to act with humanity.

May the blood of our sisters and brothers never
be forgotten. May their memory be preserved in
the hearts of the Jewish People and of all nations,
from generation to generation.

Her name was Raisa. She was a blue-eyed
blonde, and she was a Jew. When her mother
pushed her out of the line heading to Babyn Yar,
she was thirteen.

However, the mother’s efforts were in vain. Rai-
sa Pohrebinska still got there again, a few hours lat-
er, as she had failed to find a reliable shelter.

This was her non-Jewish appearance, the Or-
thodox prayer taught by uncle Pasha, and the po-
liceman who pitied the child as he believed she
was among the Jews by mistake that helped her
to escape the execution,

Then there was Vira Mykolayivna, the only one
in Kurenivka district who opened a door to the girl
pleading for asylum. Later — Olha Vasylivna, the
housekeeper of the house where the Pohrebinskis
lived. Kateryna from the village of Kuzmina Hre-
blia near Uman, Annushka in the Khrystynivka
ghetto and, finally, Shvester Kutko in Germany,
where Raisa was sent for [orced labour.

I deliberately listed everyone who had helped
Raisa to survive. Fach of them, helping the girl,
understood that he or she was risking his or her
own life. All newspapers, ads from all pillars were
shouting about it, all neighbours without excep-
tion were talking about it. It was impossible not to
know it: granting asylum to Jews was punishable
by summary execution.

Did they realize their [eat? No one can say for
sure today.

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understands they acted according to their con-
science and could not act otherwise.

But there were also old Vaska and Rehina Iviv-
na, who were looking for traces of Raisa and were
ready to immediately report her to the Gestapo at 33
Korolenko str. (today — Volodymyrska Str.). There
were hundreds of nameless men and women who
spoke German, Russian, Ukrainian, and meeting
them did not promise anything good to Raisa.

Those were the terrible years engulfed by to-
tal madness of hatred against the designated
enemy — the Jews. However, at the same time,
those were the years when the best qualities were
clearly manifested by those people who had not
succumbed to the commeon madness and were not
afraid of the consequences.

Vira Mykolayivna, Olha Vasylivna, Kateryna,
Annushlka, Shvester Kutko, uncle Pasha — Raisa,
my [riend’s mother, has got no other details of these
individuals. Consequently, they are not in the offi-
cial lists of the Righteous Among the Nations.

One rescued person, and at least six Right-
eous individuals who are not in this Book. I am
convinced that such a story about anonymous feats
is not at all unique. There are far more Ukrainians
who saved Jews during the Holocaust than have
been recorded in official lists. Someone’s story is
still to be documented, and the new names will
replenish the list of Righteous Among the Nations,
however some will remain an anonymous hero.

This Book is about them too. About everyone
who rescued risking to be executed along with the
rescued.

“First of all, we are not to forget il we want to
live and command the lives to our descendants,
if we want to believe that we have paved the way
into the future,” said a native of Khorol, Poltava
region, Ph.D Ben-Zion Dinur, the first Chairman
of the Board of Yad Vashem, that is responsible for
granting the title of Righteous Among the Nations.

Memory is the best safeguard against repeat-
ing mistakes. Holocaust remembrance makes it
impossible to repeat genocide of any peoples.

Search faces of these individuals. They do nort
have anything unusual, their eyes do not burn
with the desire to do a heroic deed, they are the
same people we now meet on the streets, the only
thing is that they are dressed differently. Ordinary
people who found themselves in unusual circum-
stances and made their choice.

As Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytsky once made
his choice. He is also not in the Book of the Righteous
Among the Nations of Ukraine. However, he certain-
ly deserves it: his story is also the story of rescue of
over a dozen Jews. Indirectly, the Metropolitan was
involved in the rescue of hundreds, if not thousands.

As time went on, particular circumstances are
often not taken into account, although it is these
that let us immerse in the context of the individ
ual’s actions. The circumstances ol the Primate
of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church differed
[rom the circumstances of other inhabitants of
Western Ukraine by the additional burden of his
responsibility for numerous locks. Whatever the
statements were made under the influence of cir-
cumstances, one should be judged by his actions.
That is how once Oscar Schindler's membership
in NSDAP was regarded as an inevitable circum-
stance, and he was recognized the Righteous for
his real deed — the rescue of thousands of Jews.

This is not the first year when the Jewish Con-
federation of Ukraine advocates for awarding the
title of Righteous Among the Nations to Andrey
Sheptytsky. 1 am sure this will happen sooner or
later, and the next Book of the Righteous Among
the Nations of the World will contain his name in
the chapter for Ukraine, as well as the names of
other Righteous we do not know yet.

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The 6,000,000 victims of the Holocaust would
seem to be forever imprinted on the memory of a
tragedy that was the result of total hatred target-
ing one nation. However, only some years after the
Second World War ended, many people began to
forget the horrible events of the past. To prevent
this from happening and from occurring again
in the [uture against any nation, in 1953, Ben-Zi-
on Dinur, a native of Khorol in the Poltava region,
who at the time was Israel’'s Education Minister,
initiated the creation of the Yad vashem Holo-
caust History Memorial Complex.

One of the main areas of Yad Vashem activ-
ities is to recognize those non-Jewish people
who risked their lives to save Jews during the
Holocaust and express them gratitude on behall
of the State of Israel and the entire Jewish na-
tion. Since 1963, Yad Vashem has been award-
ing these people the honorary title of Righteous
among the Nations. According to Yad vashem's
criteria, non-Jewish people can be recognized
as Righteous among the Nations il they active-
Iy contributed to saving one or more Jews from
extermination or deportation to death camps.
In doing so, the rescuers had to be aware that
they were helping a Jew and not pursuing the
goal of material gain from their action. All the
facts ol rescue cases have to be documented and
attested either by the rescued Jews or their rel-
atives.
